AUXILIARY BISHOP OF MELBOURNE BLESSES WERRIBEE AGED CARE FACILITY 

Newly redeveloped aged care facility, Mercy Place Wyndham, was officially blessed by the Most Reverend Leslie Tomlinson DD VG, Auxiliary Bishop of Melbourne at a ceremony on Tuesday 31 August.
The $13.3 million redevelopment will see services at the facility expand from 70 beds to 108 beds to help meet the growing needs of the Wyndham community.

Mercy Health Chief Executive Officer, Dr John Ballard, said that the extension will bring a much needed boost to aged care in Wyndham and its surrounding districts.
“Mercy Health is dedicated to the care of the elderly and this extension will ensure we are prepared for the growing demand for aged care services in the region,” said Dr Ballard.

Bishop Tomlinson blessed the first phase of the two stage redevelopment today, with a second phase set for completion in October 2010. Stage one boasts a newly constructed north wing with 71 beds, including 37 dementia specific beds.
Stage two will focus on renovations made to the existing building including the complete rewiring of electrical and nurse call services, new hydronic heating, painting, lowering of ensuite floors and new floor covering.
All new rooms are single with ensuites and there are ample sitting areas where residents can rest and relax in bright open spaces.

 “We are delighted to upgrade and expand our existing aged care services so that we can continue to deliver the highest level of care for the Wyndham community.
“Mercy Place Wyndham is part of Mercy Health’s existing portfolio of more than 1200 residential aged care beds and an expanding array of home and community-based care services, which includes the locally-based Werribee Mercy Hospital and Mercy Mental Health services,” said Dr Ballard.
